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Agriculture as fundamental activity of man was traditionally considered as economic 
activity with important social functions. It provides a significant part of the world population with 
jobs and income. In recent years the model of organic farming is actively developing which   
focuses its attention mainly on the ecological aspects, the problems of greenhouse gas (GHG) 
emissions, etc. Follow the increasing consumer demand and environmental consciousness of 
people organic agriculture demonstrates stable growth (2015, for instance, growth in Germany by 
11.1 percent). To estimate this new agriculture model, it is reasonable to take into account more 
thoroughly the social and economic dimensions. It cannot be ignored numerous examples of 
violating the law on minimum wageby eco-farmers to ensure their price competitiveness with 
conventional farms [http://www.zeit.de/2016/13/landwirtschaft-oekobauer-mitarbeiter-ausbeute].
